Preferences for Fashion Jewelry Depending on Consumption Value
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Abstract

This study aimed to analyze preferences depending on consumption value in relation to fashion
jewelry design, colors, and materials. For this, 156 female consumers participated in it as
subjects, and for a research tool of consumption value, VALS (Values and Life Style) technique
was employed to make an empirical analysis by dividing it into three types such as
principle-oriented value, status-oriented value and behavior-oriented value.

Research findings indicate that above all, there are differences in preferences depending on
characteristics of fashion jewelry design depending on consumption value. It was found that there
are differences in preferences depending on numbers of setting of fashion jewelry depending on
consumption value, but it was found that there are no differences in preferences depending on
jewelry materials. In addition, it was observed that for color characteristics of fashion jewelry,
there are differences in preferences depending on consumption value.

There are differences in preferences for fashion jewelry depending on consumption value,
which indicates that preferences for products change depending on consumers’ consumption
value rather than use value. And it can be an explanation for this reason. Therefore, it is
necessary to work out a more efficient strategy through a process of setting up a target
according to consumption value.
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
