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A new genus and species of laophontid copepod is described with
illustrations. The specimen was found on the grapsid crab, Hemigrapsus
sanguineus (De Hann) collected along the southern coast of Koera. The new
genus is closely related to Hemilaophonte Jakubisiak and Harrietella T. Scott in
having the 2-segmented exopod of P4. However it can be clearly separated from
the related genera by the maxilliped in which the basis have numerous spines in
both sexes, the much reduced P4 endopod, and 3-segmented P4 exopod in male.
