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Treatment Protocol for Maxillofacial Deformies
in Ajou University Hospital

Maxillofacial deformities associated with oral and perioral structures is due to abnormalities in growth
and development of this area. Reconstruction in form and restoration in function can lead these patients
to return to normal, esthetic social life. Prenatal developmental problems are thought to be one of the

causes of cleft lip and/or palate, and postnatal developmental problems can cause facial bone deformities.
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Cleft palate appears with or without cleft lip. Cleft lip and/or palate occur within prenatal 3 to 8
weeks, in which time development and differentiation of human organs are completed. Adequate
management of each stages from birth through growth process is needed to cleft lip and/or palate
patients, and this contains growth and development of the jaw bones, feeding and masticatory problems,
and even the emotional care associated with esthetic problems.

The most common type of the facial bone deformities in orientals including Koreans is the
mandibular prognathism. Facial bone deformities are related to postnatal developmental problems and
the normal postnatal development continues undll 18 years of age. Unbalance of jaw bone growth is
compansated for at the sacrifice of other structures including dentition, and this leads to general
derangement of the stomatognathic system by harmful effect to teeth, masticatory muscles, TM] and so
forth.

Form and functions are related each other and the correction of malfunction can bring about
restoration of function. Bearing this in mind, comprehensive care of cleft lip and/or palate and facial
bone deformities is now being done in Maxillofacial Deformity Clinic in our department of Ajou

University Hospital. The comprehensive treatment protocol will be presented ..
