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Surgical treatment of cleft lip and palate patient wtih a

nodule on the lower eyelid : A Case Report

palate is a relatively common congenital znomaly with other congenital disease. The
associated congenital anomaly of the cleft lip and palate patients is reported 20% by Oldfield,
29%, by Holdworth and 10% by Fog-Anderson. The associated congenital anomaly of the
cleft lip and palate contains mostly congenital heart disease, ankyloglossia, hand deformity,
eye and ear deformity, hypertelorism, mental retardation, hydroencephaly, etc. among these,
ankyloglossia and hand deformity is the most common. It is well known that by the type of
cleft lip and palate, the associated congenital anomaly is predominant in cleft palate and
especially in cleft palate middle ear diseases frequenily occur.ln the present case,
2-month-old boy with unilateral complete cleft lip and palate who presented to the
Department of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery, Chonnam University Hospital represented about
0.6 cm nodule on the right lower eyelid. Lip adhesion and fusiform excision of the nodule
were performed at the age of 2 months, and cheiloplasty using the Millard method was done
at the age of 8 months. As concerns the postoperative coloboma on the right lower eyelid,
we used the Tessier technique of coloboma correction. We report this case with rerview of
literature because the patient showed good cosmetic and functional result after surgical

treatment.
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
