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<Abstract>

In this study, we analyze the historical data
of postal matter amount in korea, various
social indexes concerning mail volume and
postal data in developed countries. After
correlation analysis between some variables,
we suggest a new logistic model for
forecasting the future mail volume. Finally,
we forecast the mail volume in korea about
20 years hereafter.
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
