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ABSTRACT

The United States has built a missile defense system from the Cold War era, but since the end of the Cold
War era, there have been many changes in international situation and threats. The forces of power divided
between the United States and the Soviet Union have become increasingly threatened by China’s willingness to
expand its external influence, declaration of strong Russia and North Korea and Iran’s nuclear armament and
advanced ballistic missile technology. In response to this threat change, the Missile Defense Agency(MDA) has
established strategies and policies, but its parent law has not been revised. United States changed to the
FY2017 National Defense Authorization Act (FY2017 NDAA) including changed missile defense strategy. In this
paper, 1 check US ballistic missile defense strategies included in the FY2017 NDAA and compare what changes
have been made in existing strategies.
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
