Improvement Measures on the Construction Education of Specialized High Schools
for Training Construction Skilled Workers
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Abstract

The construction industry has a higher dependency on manpower than other industries, requiring a supply of high
quality skilled workers, But negative perceptions regarding the construction industry have continued to reduce the
inflow of young workers into the industry, and the existing skilled workforce is aging, In response, as a solution for
training young construction skilled manpower, training programs for young construction skilled workers have been
implemented by specialized high schools, But the current status of career paths chosen by the graduates of these
specialized high schools did not show a substantial influx of workers into the construction industry, In this regard, with
the purpose of promoting an influx of young construction skilled manpower into the industry, this study analyzed the
goals and problems of construction education in specialized high schools in South Korea, and suggested a method for

improvement,
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
