The authors observed a 3 yvear old girl with a swelliﬁg and.buccal bony expan-
sion of the left mandible. , : ‘ *‘

Roentgen examination showed a -cystic area in the left side of mandible.

Under general _anesthesia by means of nasotracheal intubation, ihtraorally,
the operation by enucleation consisted in surgical removal of dentigerous cyst
and the left uneruptedi Ist molar of mandible. The cavity was partially sutured
and packed with iodo;}arm gauze. Healing was uneventful.
