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A Study on the School Health Activities of Primary School
Nurses in Chonnam Area

Proper health care to school population leads good health to them and will be effe-
ctive community health activities. Furthermore, this measure will be expected more

economic and efficient one than others to promote community health.
This survey was conducted to obtain more detail information about school health, to
tind difficulties in practical activities and to understand school nurses’ wishes. '

_The majority of the schools were located on Eup and Myon(69.9%), and of pupils
were- concentrated between 500 and 1,500(64.2%), School health committec was not
organized in 81.8%. Only 44.3% of them prepared school health clinic.

. Status of school health activities; '

Eighty nine point seven percent of them conducted physical check-up once a year
and 92.19% of the schools had health record written by class-room teacher. Over 40
emergency cases a week was treated in 82.3% of them.

For the follow-up care after -physical check-up, the group notified their parent was.
63.89%, the class-room teacher was 51.4% aud conducted health counseling with pupils
was 48.9%. ’ _ ’

For the health education activities, the group performed health education by 5
times per month was 53.4%, and education subject chosed primarily was personal
hygiene and the second was oral hygiene and the third was disease prevention.

For the relationship between the number of pupils and frequency of health edu-
cations, health education performed uniformly by less than 10 times per rnonth wi-
thout any relationship between each other.

. Difficulties dand wishes in school health activities;

Thirty six point seven percent of pespondents complaind of the lack of clinic equi-
~ pments and desired their principals and other teachers to get proper understanding
in school health services and 50.3% of them desired nursing educators and KNA to
supply practical health education method. Seventy one point four percent of the
respondents expected consultations about school health activities with specialists.

For the relationship between the school health experience and the degree of satl-
sfaction; the more experienced in school health they was, the more they tended to

unsatisfy.
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
