The present health system with its emphasis on the patient in hospital and with speci-
alized medical services, is not equinped to provide health maintenance and preventive care
to society. Community generated medicel facilities to provide preventive and long term care
are needed. In 1974 WCH established a Community Health Nursing Service to provide

home care to discharged patients and preventive and health maintenance

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care to their



families. It was expected that this service would, 1) reduce both the financial and psycho-
logical burden of long term hospitalization, 2) that it would promote more active use of
hospital facilities by providing for earlier discharge of patients, and 3) that it would provide
health services to the families of these patients. In order for this service to function it must
work closely with the rest of the hospital team.

This study was undertaken to determine the hospital team’s knowledge of, and attitude
to the Service, to elcit problems and to provide a baseline to direct further development of
the service. The subjects were 307 physicians and registered nurses employed by the hos-
pital. 79.5% returned the questionnaire which included questions about their profession and
experience, their knowledge of,attitude to, and actual use of the service.

~The resnlts showed that 41.1% of the respondents were between 25 and 29 years of age,
69.6% had worked at WCH for 3 years or less. 39.9% of the nurses learned about the
service as students, while 28.8% of the physicians learned about it from other physicians.
Only 329 of the total heard through official hospital channels. 63.2% thought the objective
of the service was to give care not only to the patient but also to the family. 68.89% cof the
nurses and 49.4% of the physicians thought that all patients, regardless of their financial
status, should be eligible for the service. 44.3% of the physicians and 19.3% of the nurses
thought that referrals should be made by physicians. But 24.8% of the nurses, and only
3.89% of the physicians thought nurses should make referrals. The greatest advantage was
felt to be the care available to the patient’s family (26.8%). 50.2% said that the service
should be staffed by nurses with experience. 82.2% said that patients should be charged a
fes for this care and 63.6% thought this should be a separate fee set for health care.

Only 33.3% of the rurses and 26.3% of the phyvsicians had actually made referrals. Of
these 88.99 were satisfied with the care their oziients received. 68.5% of the physicians
who had not made anv referrais said it was Secause they did not know about the care
offered, and 58.19; of the nurses said it was pecause they had no opportunity to make
referrals. Over 90% endorsec the idea of home care, felt the service was essential and that
it should continue.

The major difference between the physicians and nurses is in their responses relaled to
referring patients to the service. Further study needs to be done on 1) how to increase the
opportunities for nurses to make referrals and to increase their awareness that this is an
appropriate activity for them, and 2) how to increase the awareness of physicians about
the care that the service can provide for their patients.
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
