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The numbers of older patients increase year by year as the effect of care in illness
prolongs the average life span, and it will be quite common to find octogenarians and

nonogenarians,

The philosophy and technics used in the rehabilitation of older patients are
essentially the same as those in general rehabilitation, modified to comply with the

physiology of the aging patient,

Rehabilitation of the elderly is essentially a matter of teamwork amd an attitude of
mind, No one of us can accomplish a cure by ourselves and there must be confidence
and continuing consultation between all members of the team,
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
