DEVELOPMENTAL PERSPECTIVE ON DEPRESSION IN CHILDHOOD
AND ADOLESCENCE

For many years, a number of critical issues have been raised in relation to classification
criteria, prevalence and clinical features as well as the concept of childhood depression itself.
In order to achieve a better understanding of the childhood depression, empirical data on
the prevalence and clinical features of depresion in childhood and adolescence were reviewed
and discussed from the developmental perspective. The developmental perspective proposes
that maladaptive behaviors are products of the coping process to normal developmental tasks
and it is necessary to make out the normative and adaptive developmental process in order
to understand maladaptive behaviors. Age associated changes in depression symptomatology
were discussed in relation to cognitive and socio-emotional development and directions for
future research in childhood depression were suggested.
