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Studies on the Origin of Korean Folk Medicine

Abstract—The Korean folk medicine has been used to cure several diseases among
the peoples and the folk remedy has so deep root. But the botanical origin of the follk
medicine has been no pharmacognostical confirmation on it. It was investigated from
March, 1986 to June, 1993 in order to verify its origin by describing hotanical name,

commercial name, and scientific name.
