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The Maritime Traffic Safety Law of P. R. China

The Maritime Traffic Safety Law of P. R. China has not the legal nature of navigation rule which regulates the vessel
traffic directly, but has the legal nature of management to ensure the safety and good order of the whole marine traffic.

For that reason, the legal status of this Law is a general basic norm for the marine safety regulations rather than a

definite enforcement regulation.

This Law does not have any clear statements on adaptation of the steering and sailing rules of the International

Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea, but it can be presumed the Convention would be applied on the viewpoint

of the international practice.

The subject matter of this Law is easily understandable, because the IMO and shipping countries have already

made similar legislation.

Since the maritime traffic condition of the P. R. China also has a direct effect upon the Korean coastal waters, it is

essential to observe closely the process of enforcement ard development of the P. R. China’s Maritime Traffic Safety

Law.
