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After the second world war the vulgar functionalism,
which was called as the international style, was
developed in the interest of the post capitalistic
society. The vulgar functionalism reflected only
inhuman commercialism and brought to psycho-mental
and social problems. By the result in the mid-sixties
the criticism movement of the functionalism had began
as a kind of the 68-movement in the german
architecture and design scene. And it went on in the
seventies, and had a decisive influence on the forming
of the extended functionalism. The extended
functionalism is based on the definition of functions in
the using process of the mass production and
consumption society. Those functions, viz. Practical
Function, Theoretical Function, Ecological Function,
(Formal-)Aesthetical Function, Indicating Function,
Symbolical Function, have been the core criteria in the
analysis and developing phase of the todays' german
design scene.
