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According to Asher(1972) listening skill must be taught before
any other skills. Despite such an importance of listening skill,
listening tests taken at the secondary schools depend on simple
multiple choice method. So more various method such as
Task-Based Listening Test need suggesting.

This study aims at (1) three step listening material develop—
ment (2) and advancement of listening ability through the

materials.
