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EFR Recommendations

- Recommendation 1: [no change, under globaliza-
tion] ETSI is and shall remain a recognized Euro-
pean—based Standards Organization acting to meet
the needs of its membership.

- Recommendation 2: [no change, under globaliza-
tion] ETSI shall pursue the objective of developing
standards and specifications with global applica—
bility where appropriate.

- Recommendation 3: [no change, under globaliza-
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tion] ETSI shall continue to be open for global par-
ticipation and membership from all regions of the
world.

- Recommendation 4: [no change, under globaliza-
tion] ETSI shall produce the standards needed to
support EU and EFTA policy.

- Recommendation 5: [no change, clarification, under
globalization] ETSI shall continue to be open to con—
tributions from non-members.

- Recommendation 6: [no change, clarification, under
globalization, competition] ETSI shall work closely
with the ITU, Standard Developing Organizations(S
DOs), fora and consortia to minimize duplication of
effort and maximize the benefits of a global market.
This co—operation shall encompass a two—way in—
formation flow from/into ETSI’s technical bodies for
the support of standardization and may include,
where appropriate, the offer of infrastructure sup—
port and services.

- Recommendation 7: [change for further study, under
globalization, competition] Extend the rights and
obligations of Associate Members to better corre—
spond to their contribution and involvement in and
importance for the ETSI standardization process.
Details need to be investigated. A report should
consider other types of classes of memberships.
Guidance can be taken from the Rules of Procedure:

- Recommendation 8: [change, under globalization,
innovation and speed] The ETSI Secretariat should
continue the effort to implement a globally accessi—
ble electronic standardization platform in order to
speed—up the standards—making process and mak—
Ing it easier to involve the global membership.

- Recommendation 9: [no change, under innovation ]
ETSI shall maintain its open and transparent proce—
dures. In compliance with its Directives, it shall be
open to adapt its procedures to the requirements of
different situations.

- Recommendation 10: [no change, clarification, un—
der nnovation, competition] As addressed at the
Internet seminar at GA32, ETSI members should
raise awareness of the Internet in as many of the
Technical Bodies as possible, in order to generate

new work items and encourage appropriate nvolve—
ment(through liaisons, inter-working and standardi—
zation work asrequired).

+ Recommendation 11: [no change, clarification, un—

der innovation] ETSI deliverables shall potentially
cover the converging Information and Communi—
cations Technology(ICT) including aspects of the
Internet, in co—operation with other Standards De—
veloping bodies.

+ Recommendation 12: [no change, clarification, un—

der innovation] ETSI membership should augment
its Work Program by studying IT-Broadcasting—
Telecommunications convergence, and exploiting
the gaps between these areas.

- Recommendation 13: [no change, clarification, un—

der globalization, innovation] ETSI shall for the
wireless area, take a proactive role in ensuring
adequate and timely harmonized spectrum provision
by the respective authorities.

- Recommendation 14: [no change, clarification, un—

der innovation] ETSI shall focus onits core respon—
sibility as a standards developing body.

- Recommendation 15: [no change, clarification, un—

der innovation] Confirm the legal status of ETSI as a
not—for—profit organization.

- Recommendation 16: [change, under innovation]

ETSI may facilitate and encourage the creation of
open discussion groups. A discussion group shall
exist for only a limited time period, e.g. no more than
6 months, after which it shall either be disbanded, or
be converted into either a new Technical Body or a
new Working Group or new work item of an existing
Technical Body.

- Recommendation 17: [change for further study,

under innovation, competition] ETSI may facilitate
and encourage the creation of committed, possibly
closed, interest groups and allow them to define their
own rules. That is, working bodies may be estab—
lished by a subset of the ETSI membership(and pos—
sibly non—members) with rules and procedures that
may not entirely follow the ETSI Directives, as an
attractive alternative to forum creation.

+ Recommendation 18: [change, under innovation,
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competition] In order to get new business, ETSI
should create a “forum—hosting” capability and be
able to approach an appropriate forum to offer full
hosting or partnership to mutual benefit.

- Recommendation 19: [change, under innovation] In
topical areas of strategic interest to members, ETSI
should run seminars to explore and explain strategic
technology concepts with prior Board approval.

- Recommendation 20: [change for further study,
under innovation] Pass the issue of the legal status in
relation with the “not—for—profit organization” to the
Finance Committee for deeper analysis and report to
GA#35 with explicit recommendations.

+ Recommendation 21: [change, under speed, com-
petition] ETSI shall introduce a “fast track” proce=-
dure, by which input documents from fora etc. can be
transposed into certain ETSI deliverable types(within
a few weeks or days), this in order to make the co—
operation with ETSI attractive to fora, consortia and
the like.

- Recommendation 22: [change for further study,
under speed and speed, competition] Relax the 71%
majority requirement for some types of decisions
e.g. to a simple majority. An in—-depth analysis shall
be prepared. The protection of minorities should be
reflected.

- Recommendation 23: [no change, clarification, un—
der competition] ETSI shall actively search to iden—
tify co—operation links towards appropriate fora,
consortia and the like, which fall into the scope of
ETSI’s standardization activities.
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- Recommendation 24: [change, under competition] It
is recommended that

- ETSI aims at a coherent(non—conflicting) set of
standards.

— ETSI aims at producing a single standard in any well
defined area.

— However, when this is not achievable, ETSI is open
to standards on competing technical solutions if
required by its members, even if they address the
same market segment. Such cases should be
supported by simple majority of the interested
parties in the ETSI membership.

— ETSI shall analyze if objective technical problems
arise from the coexistence of such standards: No
conflicting standards are allowed. Basic criteria
for deciding this shall be developed.

— ETSI shall not exclude standards for market reasons.

- ETSI shall ensure interoperability and/or inter-
working between its standards when appropriate.
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
