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Two Cases of Diagnosis and Treatment in Canine juvenile cellulitis

Abstract : Canine Juvenile cellulitis was diagnosed in 2 puppies hospitalized in Veterinary Medical Teaching
Hospital of Seoul National University. Characterized dermatological problems were presents of scale, crust,
purulent exudation and alopecia limited on their face. On cytologic examinations of direct impression smears for
the lesions, numerous neutrophils and macrophagies were observed. No bacteria and fungus were noted. Treatments
with administration of predinisolone and antibiotics orally combined with topical shampoo treatment had good

results for the two puppies.
