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A Study on the Exterior Remodeling for Using Commercial
Facility of Housing in City
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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to examine the exterior remodeling examples of urban houses which
have been changed to be mixed-use buildings with commercial use, and to guide the future exterior
remodeling. Some of the research results are as follows: 1) Exterior remodeling of commercialized
urban detached houses is focused on two-dimensional changes of exterior surface, rather than on
three-dimensional changes of mass or shape. 2) Unlike commercial buildings generally relying on
signboards to express their commercial nature, the exterior-renovated houses with commercial uses
mainly rely on the image of whole building shape based on exterior materials and colors. 3)
Installations of free-standing walls and double skins are preferred as exterior remodeling techniques,
due to the structural limitation of exterior walls.
