Abstract

The research was aimed to find a special quality to the mathematical concept
development using a graphing calculator in the collaborative learning. I could observe
the process in which the students had formed the generalized and abstract mathematical
concepts after they were given different concepts. 1 also observed the characteristics of
how they started with a vague syncretic conglomeration and approached to the
complicated thoughts and genuine concepts. The advance of the collection type was
achieved in the process of teacher’s confirming of what the students had observed with
a calculator. The language and the instrument were used in order for students to control
the partial process. Also, they were given similar types of problems to make them
clear when the students confronted ‘the crisis of thoughts’ at the level of
pseudo-concept.
