ABSTRACT

This ethnography explored the construction of a social network and its function in a classroom of
toddlers in a day-care center located in Vermont. The classroom activities of 9 two-year-old toddlers
were observed for about two months, compiled and categorized. Then, the themes of psychological functions
were reconstructed in data analysis. Results showed that toddlers constructed multiple relations with all
peers beyond the dyadic. They also transmitted information to teachers as well as peers in indirect ways.
These direct-multiple interactions as well s indirect interactions reflect the social network of Lewis’ (2005)
theory. In the construction of social networks, the toddlers developed communication skills, turn-taking

skills, leadership, and imitation.
