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Election Studies and Panel Survey :
The 2006 Korean Local Elections
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This paper discusses the central issues of election studies and in this
context, suggests the panel survey method as an altemative to general opinion
surveys. In doing so, it also explains the advantages and benefits that a panel
survey provides, and discusses the weakness of the 2006 panel survey. East
Asia Institutes, constructing the consortium which includes JoongAng Ilbo,
SBS, and Hankook Research, traces the change in voting decisions during the
2006 Korean Local Elections. Four regional parels, focusing on the
gubemnatorial elections in Seoul, Pusan, Kwangju, and Chungnam, enable
researchers to study the critical issues of election studies such as the causal
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relations among a set of voting determinants, the impact of campaigns, and the
characteristics of floating voters.
