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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to derive some policy implications on Korea's international
education based on the research of America's experience of international education. The
implications are summarized as follows. First, the main aim of Korea's international
education should be on the increase of mutual understanding among world citizens, and also
on the improvement of Korea's competitiveness. Since Korea is a small-open economy,
she must find some policy methods to develop her economy continuously. Second, Korea
should establish q private—run institution concentrated on the increase of mutual
understanding of world citizens, like IIE in America. Third, Korea should also give Korea's
universities some incentives to improve its own internationalization as well as to develop
educational curriculum for teachers in international education.
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
