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The Effects of Family and Peer Environment on Adolescents' Depression
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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the effects of the family and peer environments on adolescents
depression, The subject of this study were 667 second graders of middle school from Bucheon, Geonggi—Do and
633 self reported questionnaires were used for final analysis,

The major results of this study were as follows: First, the findings suggested that there was significant
difference between male and fernale adolescents in depression,

Second, male and female adolescents' depression were associated with peer victimization, relationship with
parents, interparental conflict. Adolescents who had high peer victimization, less close relationship with parents
and high level of interparental conflict showed high depression,
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
