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Abstract The purpose is a qualitative study to explore the self-consciousness of nursing students regarding the
abolition of the abortion law using media. The participants of this study were 20 students who were first-year
students at a university in M city, Gyeongsangbuk-do, and had strong awareness about the abolition of the
abortion law. Data collection was done through self-reports within 72 hours of watching the video on life
phenomena. The collected data were analyzed using Krippendorff's phenomenological method. As a result of
analyzing the experiences related to the abolition of the abortion of abortion it was derived into 16 meaningful
statements in 3 categories and 9 topics. Three categories were derived from 'disregarded dignity', ambiguity of
boundaries, and 'reeducation in sex education'. As a result of this study, it was confirmed that the abolition of
the abortion law in nursing colleges had opportunities for women's reproductive health promotion and women's
human rights, and various social participation attitudes as nursing students. It is expected to be used as a useful
basic data for student life counseling in the future, and it is expected to be used as a basic data for the
development of reproductive health promotion education.
