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Analysis on Children's Songs Utilized in New-Song-Learning Activities
in Early Childhood Education
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Abstract The purpose of the study was to examine the repertoires of children’s songs that early childhood
teachers used for new-song-learning activities and to analyze the characteristics of frequently used songs. 120
early childhood teachers in South Korea were recruited to gather the repertoires of children’s songs during
January and February, 2021. And then, 20 most frequently used songs were selected and analyzed in genre,
theme, tonality, meter, musical form, and tone range. SPSS ver. 25.0 was used to calculate the means, standard
deviations, frequencies, and percentages. As results, the most frequently used five songs were ‘Autumn Road,’
‘Winter Wind,” ‘Scarecrow Man,” ‘Watermelon Party,” and ‘Cosmos.” The results of analyses of 20 frequently
used songs revealed that the creative songs as genre, seasons as theme, C major as tonality, 4/4 as meter, and

ternary form as musical form, and ¢’ — ¢” along with ¢ '- d" as tone range were the mostly used.
