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Abstract : The purpose of this study is to analyze major keywords and social phenomena related to
'plogging’ in the sports field and to derive important information. In order to achieve this purpose, the
news analysis system BIG Kinds provided by the Korea Press Promotion Foundation was used to
analyze it. The analysis period is from 2018 to 2022, and 42 of the 5,148 news collected were finally

used and analyzed. Frequency analysis, relationship map analysis, and related word analysis were
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performed as analysis methods, and the results are as follows. First, as a result of the frequency
analysis related to Plogging’ in the sports field, keywords such as ‘Jeju’, ‘Players’, “World Marathon’,

‘SSG’, and ‘Lee Bong—ju’ were identified. Second, as a result of the analysis of the relationship related
to ‘Plogging’ in the sports field, keywords such as ‘COVID-19’, ‘national representative’, ‘elite’,

‘masters’, and ‘COVID’ were identified. Third, as a result of the analysis of words related to

‘Plogging’ in the sports field, keywords such as ‘synthesized words’, ‘volunteer activities,” ‘masters
untact’, ‘Jeju’, and ‘athletes’ were identified. In the domestic professional sports field, it has been

shown that plogging is actively used for environmental activities and professional team promotion to
practice carbon neutrality by international sports organizations.
